Sporting Chance and Sports Plex are a Team

Sporting Chance Incorporated and the Paducah Regional Sports Plex have pooled their resources to promote, organize and establish an organization to offer high quality, competitive athletic opportunities and to develop sportsmanship and ethics for the participation youth of Western Kentucky and Southern Ill.


Sporting Chance which is based in Caldwell Co. draws players primarily from the second region while the Paducah Regional Sports Plex draws players from the first region and Southern Ill.


These two organizations will offer players from those areas an opportunity to participate in tournaments through out Kentucky, Indiana, Tennessee, and Florida. These include AAU, MAYB, and MAB tournaments. These tournaments will be conducted after regular season play concludes in March. Several tournaments are scheduled at the Plex and teams will compete in Murray tournaments hosted by Dan Hudson. The new format will consist of a varsity and junior varsity team for each age division. Tryouts are necessary and players will be chose by coaches based upon ability and availability to attend practice and games. The age divisions are open to male and female players from 1st thru the 12th grades. There may not be enough players for a particular age or grade level. Those players will be moved to the next age or grade level so as to give all individuals an opportunity to participate. 


Teams will consist of 7 to 9 players with JV players and varsity players and possibly practicing at the same location and time. JV players can be moved to the varsity level just as in High School. 


Practice locations will be rotated as to offer each individual player the opportunity to participate with the least amount of expense as possible. Most practice sessions will be held at the Sport Plex with practices also in Fredonia, Princeton, Murray, Marshall Co., and other locations in the Second  Region.


Coaching staff will be selected by Sporting Chance Inc. and Paducah Regional Sports Plex board and staff.


Players that need to develop more skills will have the opportunity to participate in a skills and drills program that will be conducted at different locations through out the area.


All players will continuously be evaluated and moved to a more competitive level when deemed suitable.


Our organizations are attempting to keep the fees very modest, but parents and guardians will be asked to help in various fund raisers conducted by Sporting Chance & the Sport Plex. Those include Middle School dances at the Plex, grilled pork chip sales, and tournaments at the Plex. We will also sponsor volleyball, soccer, baseball, softball, and flag football events.


The cost of skills and drills is $5 per session. These sessions will be conducted though out the Spring and Summer months.

Sign ups are now under way for skills and drills training, a fall league is beginning play in October and winter league play beginning in January. A Tip off tournament is scheduled in December and a Western Kentucky Middle School Tournament for boys and girls has been scheduled for February. This Tournament called the Best of the West will include teams from the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd regions.

**HOW OFTEN IS PRACTICE AND TOURNAMENTS**
Our intent during player evaluations is to get a gage on not only the player’s abilities as a basketball player, but of their intent on what direction they want to go as far as travel, time invested, etc.  We will have recreation/developmental JV teams comprised of players looking to play for fun, learn fundamentals, and play mostly local.  We will have teams comprised of players looking to improve their games and possibly participate in a few travel tournaments in addition to the local schedule.  There will also be Elite level teams of more advanced players looking to play as much as they can, take full advantage of the program, and prepare themselves to go to high school and college basketball.  Our goal is too make sure all members of each team have the same goals and abilities.  Once the evaluations are complete and teams are formed, the coaches from those teams will meet with players and their parents to properly plan out practice times and what events they choose to play in.  That will be a decision by each individual team.  No team is required to practice or will be given a routine.  That is completely up to that individual team.  Not every team has to practice and those that do practice may not chose to practice at the Sports Plex due to having ability to get free court time else where.  
 
**DO YOU HAVE AN EXISTING TEAM AND WANT TO JOIN THE CLUB**
Absolutely!!! The benefits for single teams joining a program are substantial!  As part of the Sporting Chance Wildcats (SCW), you will have access to extra players to fill open spots on your team or to improve certain positions through our player evaluations.  As part of a program comprised of several teams, we can negotiate better rates when traveling as far as hotels and other accommodations.  We can also negotiate better entry fee’s rates because we have several teams as opposed to one.  
 
**HAVE 2 or 3 KIDS THAT WANT TO PLAY TOGETHER**
As stated previously, we want kids of like ability and playing intentions to be on the same team, so of course if you come in as a group and all have the same intentions it only makes sense for us to put you together.  Just simply make that known on evaluation day. 
 
**HOW LONG DOES THIS LAST**
This year we are starting in February, which is the normal time when school ball is ending and travel ball is picking up.  The club membership will expire August 1, 2012.  At that time we will ask players to renew the membership for 2012-2013 and that will be good for August 1, 2012 to February 1, 2013.  Our events start in October and we host several fundraisers and camps from July to October the club will participate in.  
 
**DOES IT COST ANYTHING OUTSIDE THE FEE**
Tournaments will cost extra. Each tourney will have a registration fee divided by each player and that will be their part which should average $20-$30 per tourney that will be additional to the team. Each tourney normally has a gate fee of $3-$6 each day so please budget for that as well. Practice fees are NOT included in the fee, simply because practice is not made mandatory by Sporting Chance Wildcats.  Some teams may choose to practice elsewhere if the coach has connections.  Some teams may practice more than others so it is hard to include in the price. All Wildcats teams will get half price on practices so the cost will be $25 per practice up 2 hours long.  
 
**WHEN IS FEE DUE**
The evaluations are free and has no obligation.  It is a chance for us to look at the player and for parents to ask questions.  It is NOT a tryout.  Every player that wants to play will be put on a team.  Once evaluations are complete and the team is formed, a coach will be assigned.  Each team will have a meeting to decide practice and event schedules and at that meeting the fees will be due.  If at the meeting you decide your child can not commit to the schedule or it is not a good fit, you are not obligated in any way.  If you move forward, the $95 fee will be due at that time.  
 
**IS THERE A PAYMENT PLAN**
At this time Sporting Chance Wildcats does not offer a payment plan.  With the significant savings you obtain by being a part of the club program, it requires us as an organization to make large purchases for uniforms.  We do not offer sibling discounts or other discounts of any kind.
